	Students will plan and compose a photo montage of a current social issue (e.g. drug abuse, pollution, war, poverty, etc.). Students will plan their work using a sketch, mockup and/or thumbnail templates and document their design process in their online journal.  Students will incorporate the use of several scanned images and use layers, blending modes and layer styles to visually communicate their ideas.  All non-original art work will be noted on a works cited page. Students will critique their work as well as the work of their peers.  Students will prepare their art work for public display.
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	Students will edit and modify existing photographs by changing colors, textures and backgrounds and discuss how changing these elements affects the mood and message and how changing one element can dominate the piece.  Students will create a presentation of their modified images and discuss and critique work using appropriate vocabulary
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
